Ever Ancient, Ever New… 

Preparing for the revised Roman Missal 

    One of the points that has generated more discus-
sion is the translation of qui pro vobis et pro mul-
tis effundétur in remissiónem peccatórum, present-
ly translated “which will be shed for you and for all 
so that sins may be forgiven.” In the third edition of 
the Roman Missal, “for all” will be changed to “for 
many.” There are several reasons for this change. 
First, “for many” is a more accurate translation of 
the Latin phrase pro multis than the present transla-
tion. This is also the wording used in the Biblical 
narrative account of the Last Supper found in the 
Gospels of Matthew and Mark. Even though it is a 
dogmatic teaching of the Church that Christ died on 
the Cross for all men and women, the expression 
“for many” is reflective also of the fact that this sal-
vation is not brought automatically, without one’s 
own willing participation, but rather is a gift to be 
accepted. Also, in the context of the Last Supper, Je-
sus was speaking to the Twelve, extending the reach 
of his sacrifice beyond the boundary of his closest 
disciples. In the context of the celebration of the Eu-
charist, the phrase “for you and for many” connects 
the particular gathered assembly with the larger 
sense of the Church in every time and place, as if to 
say “not only you gathered here, but many more as 
well.”

Missal Question of the Week 
Do these changes mean that the old translation 
was not valid and orthodox? 
 

The current translation was approved by the conferences 

of bishops and confirmed by the Holy See. Until the new 

text becomes effective, the current translation remains the 

valid ordinary form of the Liturgy in the Roman Rite. 

The revised translation attempts to address some inade-

quacies in the present translation by introducing a more 

elevated style of language and by retaining many poetic 

texts and scriptural allusions. The current translation fos-

tered the faith of two generations of Catholics and retains 

a valid place in church history.

5 Ways to Stick to a Diet 
1. Eat breakfast. Combining fiber and 

protein revs up your metabolism and keeps you 
feeling full till lunchtime. 

2. Add more fiber to your diet. Recommended fiber 
intake for men is 38 gr. Per day; 30-35 gr. For 
women. High-fiber cereal is a good start. 

3. Increase your dairy intake. Meeting your daily 
calcium needs helps burn more fat.
