Who may receive the 
Sacrament of Anointing? 
Any baptized Catholic who is 
seriously ill due to sickness, injury, or 
old age may receive the Anointing of 
the Sick, even though there is no 
apparent danger of death. The 

sacrament should be received when the sick person is best 
able to profit from it, and not be delayed until the person 
is at the point of death. Sick children, too, may receive 
this sacrament if they are old enough to be comforted by 
it, which is the age of reason.  The elderly who are in a 
weakened condition are also encouraged by the Church to 
receive the Sacrament of Anointing, even though no 
dangerous illness is present. One should also receive it 
before a serious operation.

Tips For Healthy Living 
  from your Parish Health Cabinet 

More than one-third of adults—more than 72 
million people—are obese. 
Obesity rates are significantly higher among 

some racial and ethnic groups. Non-Hispanic blacks or 
African Americans have a 51% higher obesity 
prevalence and Hispanics have a 21% higher obesity 
prevalence than Non-Hispanic Whites. 
A recent CDC Vital Signs report, titled “State-Specific 
Obesity Prevalence Among Adults? Unites States, 
2009,” points out that people who are obese incurred 
$1,429 per person extra in medical costs compared to 
people of normal weight. 
Annual health care costs of obesity for all adults in the 
United States were estimated to be as high as $147 
billion dollars for 2008.
